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ears, all other body piercing jewelry/items must be removed and not concealed. It will also be a
violation of this Policy for any student to have his or her hair cut or worn in such a manner, or
colored in such a manner, in an extreme fashion such that administration, within reasonable
exercise of his or her discretion, determines it is so distracting or disruptive that it interferes with
the orderly educational process.

By way of illustration only, and not by way of limitation, examples of unacceptable hair color or
style would be extremely garish neon colors, orange, purple, green (or other unnatural colors),
color patterns such as plaid or stripes, Mohawk style, extreme spiked hair and similarly unusual
and distracting hairstyles.

Further, it will be a violation of the Policy for a student to wear makeup that is not within the
acceptable standards for the school or community such that administration, within the reasonable
exercise of his or her discretion, determines it is so distracting or disruptive that it interferes with
the orderly educational process.

Breach of Conduct

Repeated violations of the Dress Code Policy shall be treated as rebellious behavior under the
Code of Student Conduct.
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
